2012 QSBL Code of Conduct and Common Courtesy

The QSBL is a recreational level league. While teams are expected to play properly and attempt to win (we do have standings and a trophy after all), there must be a sense of good-natured camaraderie about the games. Teams shouldn’t take things so seriously that they spoil that sense of fun. It’s the responsibility of the captains to ensure that all of their players are aware of this. Our league aspires to be inclusive rather than exclusive, and all team members are encouraged to participate. 
In the interest of safe play, friendly competition and camaraderie, participants in the Queen Street Baseball League will adhere to the following code of conduct and common courtesy:

Teams must submit full rosters, including the names, postal codes and phone numbers of each team member to league commissioner by no later than the third game of the season. Rosters for 2012 should be emailed to Steve McLean at steve.mclean@gmail.com.

Accidental contact happens and sometimes can’t be avoided, but no intentional physical contact or violence or verbal threats will be tolerated.

Decisions made by the rules and discipline committee shall be final, official and adhered to.

Each team captain or another team representative will have copies of the Slo-Pitch National rules (available at http://www.slo-pitch.com/PPP/rulebook.aspx?r=0), QSBL-specific rules and QSBL Code of Conduct and Common Courtesy on hand for every game.

Each team captain or another team representative will have copies of park permits on hand for every game.

Team members or representatives keeping score on the bench must be familiar with official softball scorekeeping and have a firm grasp of the league rules.

Each team captain or another team representative will check and confirm the score of the game with the opposing team after each half inning.

Captains must encourage all team members to show up early enough so that there are enough players on hand to begin a regulation game at the scheduled start time with no delays. 

Catchers should make plays at the plate. Other fielders can act as cutoffs and make relay throws or stand behind the catcher to act as a back-up, but the catcher should be the first person to make a put-out attempt at the plate.

Bases must be 65 feet apart from each other. Tape measures are encouraged. It’s the home team’s responsibility to supply the bases, but both teams should bring bases that can be firmly secured to the ground (including two spikes for first base) in case one team forgets or a base is damaged.

Base coaches will act as umpires for all regular season games. Teams not playing must supply knowledgeable umpires for all playoff games.

A number of bright yellow-green softballs will be provided to each team along with white softballs. The coloured balls are to be used in low light conditions when visibility becomes more difficult. If one team requests using the coloured ball, the other team must agree to it. The coloured ball must be introduced at the top of a new inning. 
Don’t abuse courtesy runner rules.
No chopping down on the ball or bunting in an attempt to get a base hit.

Both teams must submit a final score to the league’s head scorekeeper/schedule maker within 24 hours after each game via email. The 2012 QSBL head scorekeeper/schedule maker is Chris Adamson. His email address is ca@ca08.com.

Regular season wins are worth two points, ties are worth one point and losses and defaults are worth zero points.

A league schedule, league standings, downloadable copies of the rules, downloadable permits and an updated list of legal bats will be posted on the official QSBL website at www.qsbl.ca.

QSBL Meeting Protocol

Agendas will be sent out in advance and will be adhered to. New business to be introduced will be discussed and added at the end.

A simple majority of votes by team representatives (one vote per team) is needed to carry a motion at league meetings.

A secretary will take notes and minutes from meetings, which will be distributed to team representatives within a reasonable time frame afterward.

Representatives should be polite and let other representatives speak without interruption.

Year-End Banquet Guidelines

Umpires for playoff games will be rewarded with two extra free drink tickets at the year-end banquet.

Teams that don’t supply umpires will not receive drink tickets for the year-end banquet.

Teams will be assigned another team to make a trophy for. This trophy will be presented at the year-end banquet. If a team fails to make a trophy and bring it to the banquet, the team will not receive any free drink tickets.
